For a LGB release, you need the following MFD slots:

In Manual LASING, the pilot has to fire the LASER manually. This is done by holding down the trigger detent.

The laser fire is confirmed by the flashing L in the FLIR MFD. If Manual LASING was started- the AUTO LASING is overridden. Manual LASING needs to be performed until weapon impact.
